The
rndreu worked with the Bpanish leaders to promote Industrious
ife. They traveled Into the far places on the two continents
and thelr misslons rose to stand through the ages as monu-
ments to thelr zeal and ability and evidences of their refinement
and eculture, In those days the best of men sought churchly
career and brilllant men of all races sought distinetlon under
the Spanish flag, usunlly changing thelr names to Spanish ﬂrrmi
Through conflict and stress they rose to the control of a
half of the two conlinents.

Cortéz conquered Mexico in 1521 and Mexico became the
base for continental operations and development, Florida in 1565
became the eastern seat of operations. Florida anid Nuews
Espafin wera the two great divisions of territory. New Spain
embraced Mexleo and the southwestern Unlted States. Florlda
extended to the New Bpaln terrltory. The great works were in
the Bouthwest. In the Southeast the Indlans remained masters,

Salnt Augustine, 1665, wad the first permanent settlement
in La Florida Po'l-\‘trl!'ul orderly Indian natlons, resentful
of eruclties, defeated plans for extensive development. Spain
made three stroug attempts to occupy eastern terrltory before
founding Salnt Augustine, Narvaes (1528) and de Soto (1530-43)
(both Innded at or near Tampa Bay, Narvaez with five ship-
loads, de Soto with nine, Both proved more interested In find-
ing another Mexico or Peru to plunder. Narvaez reached the
Tallabassee country; de Soto, Arkansas—misery and death
rewarded thelr oppressions; Narvaex and de Soto died, and
hundreds of thelr followers, In 1559 Luna landed at Peongacola
Bay with 1500 soldiers, and women, children and pricsts. Ais-

For centurles Indian gulle played its mighty part. It the
Spanish appear most in these quests it is beenuse thelr explor-
ations were on a vaster scale, Before the Indians learned to
finesse it was a faint but true tale that led Cortéz to the riches
of the Azxtecs and FPlzarro to the Incas of Pern. Surely there
were other golden citles to be plundered; it was ecasy to lsten
and believe, and no recourse except to explore and learn.

The Mission Establishments

The misslons were more than churches; they became com-
munal establishments sustalnlng every need of life. The fArst
bulldings were simple structores. Irrigating systems, faroms
and livestock were early needs. Churches of such statellness
required time to plan, to assemble materlals, and to teach the
natlves the necessary arts, Constructlon itself apread over
many years. The n__Antonlo churches were under con-
structlon throogh 1746-1762 and later., The stately San Josd
mission at Ban Antonlo was un in 1768; the equally majestic
Ban Xavier del Bae at Tuegon, In 1783, In 1745, the San Antonlo
missions had over §,000 head of livestock. The missions in the
United States Inter showed livestock berds totaling millions,

Through the misslons the Government and the padres
sought to redoce the country (o peaceful pursnils; o mors
humane policy than conquests by armies and bold thefta of
Innds. Indlan converts did not h‘-mll:I; ive up their old care-
froe life and many tribes remaine ostile, Colonists and
adventurers were guilty of many injustices. A benevolent des-
rntlﬂm and often harsh measures ruled the converts. Through
t all the ﬁ}drm developed great estoblishments,

After years, wars for independence crumbled Hpanlsh
power., The misslons fell prey to vandals and to Indinn hos-
tiles. A new civilization slowly arcse. The old misslons, some
restored, others preserved in nolde rolos, old dams and irei-
gating systems and other Spanish works, remaln today visible
evidinces of the achlevements of the Spanish Age. A

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0ld History

The oldest and most romantie historlcal background on the
continent lies in this far-southern eountry. The conquest of Mexico
was in 1521 and for three centuries Spanish explorations, con-
guests, missions and settlements spread northward from Mexico
and the Gulf of Mexico, and from Saint Augustine in the Enst
which was settled In 1565, Old Spanish eapitals and mission cen-
ters along the Old Spanish Trail are SBaint Augustine and Pensacola,
Florida; San Antonlo, Texas; El Paso, Texas; Santa Fe, New
Mexieo (north of the highway) : Tucson and Nogales (Santa Cruz
Valley), Arizona; San Diego, California, and the Pacifie Coast.
Mobile, Alnbama, and Biloxi, Mizsi=sippl, and New Orleans, Lou-
isiana, were French capitals but controlled and developed for o
time (1763-1800) by Spain. Before the American Revolutlon on
the Atlantic seaboard Spain was governing and developing a vast
empire in these gouthern and western lands.

Products and Natural Resources

These Southern Borderlands are unnosually attractlve and
rapidly developing, The cities are noted in commeree and indostry
—outlying are agricultural, orchard, dairy, sugar, rice, winter
truck, orange, grape-frult, cotton, wool, mohair and eattle empires,
oil and natural gas, and mines of salt, snlphur, copper, gilver and
mercury. Outdoor sports of every character are highly developed
and enjoyed all the year.

Travel Conditions

Only two ferries remain on the highway : Missizssippl Rtiver at
New Orleans and Berwick Bay at Morgan OCity, Louisiana.
$5,750,000 are available for bridging these waterways. Forty miles
of bridges and eanseways have been boflt. The rivers and bays
are crossed near the Gulf of Mexico, Two-thirds of the drainage
waters of the United States pass the Old Spanish Trail. Today
total ferry and bridge tolls are $1.95.
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No section of the highway is elosed by snow, sleet or lee. All
grades are driven in high, The old distress sectors now have mod-
ern consiruction ; the unpaved sectors are the ones that have given
little or mo tromble. Improvements continne steadily ; laying pave-
ment, improving curves amd grades, widening the roads, new
bridges, ete., but the basie conditions are now so good and detours,
it any, so well planned, the percentage of discomfort is today o
minor item,

The East is the Gulf of Mexico country, a land of unusual
interest. Its bays, estnaries, rivers and beaches lure the sports-
man, The port cities are leaders in international trade. Agrienl-
ture and industry find the all-vear climate a valuable asset. Many
districts of speciallzed farm products are serving the North with
their delicacies in winter. The East iz 909 paved and paving the
remainder will be ezsentially completed in 1031,

The West i3 the hill, plains, mountain and lvestock coantry
with but little rain; a clear, constant sunshine blesses If. The
large irrigation areas of the Elephant Butte, Roosevelt and Cool-
idge reservoirs and of the Imperial Valley, are along this western
goctor, growing a profusion of cholee products. The road is brond
and comfortable; paving throngh the West 18 now progressing
nicely. Rains canse little or no distress, water runs away quickly
and a glorious sun soon shines again.

Border Cities Are Not the Real Mexico

At present the advisable trip Into Mexico Is by the Pan-
Amerilean Highway through San Antonio south 153 mi to Laredo,
Texns, then 155 ml south to Monterrey, Mexico, over a modern
paved highway extensively traveled. Travel now to Monterrey Is
as safe and normal as in the United States. Officlals in Texas
and in Mexico are cooperating sympathetienlly to ease the border
regnlations, which obvionsly prevail on both sidez, when aon ex-
tended visit into the country is intended. These regulations should
be understood beforehand.

The Pan-American Highway Is under development by all
nations from Canadn to the southern part of South America. The
sector from Monterrey to Mexico City, 625 mi., Is not open. The
Mexican Government has large road-building forces at work con-
strocting A modern trunk line. They promise it will be “open™ this
summer but that does not mean it will be a good road and pro-
vided with reasonable conveniences so soomn.

Laredo is the Texas border city with 32,000 population—a
modern and interesting eclty. Monterrey, the “Indnstrial capital
of Mexileo,” has 126,000 population, 1,500 ft. elevation, and scenle
and historieal attractions.
